Dear Parent/Carer,

Happy new year everyone! We hope you all had a fantastic Christmas holiday, we have loved hearing about all the lovely things you did and the special gifts the children received. ( We have started our new theme ‘Out from the Jungle, under the Sea’ by writing rhyming poems about our favourite animals, it has been great fun thinking of words that rhyme! We have also been busy learning how to tell the time digitally and using analogue clocks too.
We have been focusing on o’clock, half past, quarter past and quarter to in class this week, please can you spend some time practising with your child at home using both analogue and digital clocks so they remember the two ways the times can be displayed. We have also been talking about what activities the children do at different times of the day e.g. around 12.00 is lunch time and 10:00 is play time. Perhaps you can continue this at home and discuss what time children go to bed, what time they eat dinner etc. This will all help the children gain a greater understanding of times of day and how to tell the time.

This week’s poem is A fish in a spaceship. Please read through the poem with your child and discuss it e.g. what is the poem about? did they enjoy it? Why/why not? Are there any rhyming patterns? Poems can be stuck in homework books or ideally in their red poem books from last year which can be continued if they still have them.
