Eco report to Governors, Summer Term 2008
Our retiring members of the Eco committee have been presented with certificates of thanks.
News about our paper recycling bins – I have been in contact with ABITIBI who have been having problems with their suppliers.  The quality of the bins they received was not acceptable so there is a delay, but this should be delivered very soon, hopefully before the end of term.

We recently held an ECO week when the theme was ‘Water’.  Al classes were encouraged to do some ECO work, especially about the conservation of water if possible.  During an assembly we heard some water facts, found Ethiopia on a world map, listened to a story of children who have to walk 12 miles a day to collect water and also experienced how heavy it is to carry a bucket of water.  On the Friday everyone was encouraged to dress in “watery” clothes and bring in silver coins to cover a map of Ethiopia where many people are dying due to lack of clean water.  We raised nearly £250 for Water Aid.  Monitoring and evaluation of our Action Plan is almost complete and the application for another Green Flag is almost ready.  The Rector has given permission for us to put up a small ECO display in St. David’s as this will fulfil one of the conditions necessary.

During the past term, we held a competition to design a new ECO Code for the school.  The prize was 50 house points and two bars of Fair-trade chocolate and was won by Sam Mowbray.  Our new ECO Code is – 
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Nirmala Basdeo has also designed badges for the ECO Committee.  Both badges and ECO Codes have been reproduced for us by Education, Library, Resource Services.

Hippo bags have been installed in the toilets and years five and six have been monitoring energy usage – so far, the Hippo bags do not seem to have made a great saving, but the spreadsheets produced by the children have proved very useful.  Children have analysed them and located ‘blips’ in water consumption and suggested reasons why, e.g. one toilet flush in the hall was jammed down by a piece of paper during half term week, resulting in the toilet flushing continually.
Recycling is continuing – the milkman now collects our plastic milk bottles and Comcen collects printer cartridges, toner and mobile phones.
